$10,000 Garden Grant!

Warren-Sharpe Community Center in Joliet earned a
grant to enhance their garden program.

Many people recycle aluminum cans, but forget to recycle
the aluminum foil and baking pans. These items are usually
coated with food, but they can still be recycled because the
aluminum is heated to such a high temperature the food
will melt off.

Steel soup cans have been commonly recycled in the
Chicago area since the 1930s! In 1994 recycling sorting
facilities proved that collecting, sorting and processing
empty aerosol cans was safe and a great way to recover
more steel. Be sure you are recycling all these metal containers!
